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The Design Unit of the Division of Professional Regulation is responsible 
for maintaining the public health, safety, and welfare and to be subject to 
regulation and control in the public interest. Each Profession is governed 
by its respective Act that merits the confidence of the public, and that  
only qualified persons shall be authorized to engage in the practice of that 
profession  in the State of Illinois.

Engineering services and a Structural Engineer can only offer Structural  
Engineering services.

Secretary Bryan A. Schneider of the Illinois 
Department of Financial and Professional 
Regulation (IDFPR) is pleased to announce 
that paperless licensing and renewals have 
now been implemented for the professions 
licensed and regulated by the Divisions of 
Real Estate and Professional Regulation.   

The transition away from paper-based re-
newals and licenses means that regulated 
professionals will now be able to renew 
their license quickly and easily online, and 
be provided proof of licensure through 
email and IDFPR’s License Lookup applica-
tion.   The move to paperless technology is 
part of the Department’s ongoing efforts to 
modernize the state’s regulatory agency and 
will save the state nearly $3 million in post-
age, paper and printing costs over the next 
five years. 
 
“By enacting a paperless renewal process 
and shifting to an electronic verification of 
licensure, we increase efficiency, reduce 
costs, and provide an overall better experi-
ence for our licensed professionals,” said 
Bryan A. Schneider, IDFPR Secre-
tary.  “Whereas paper-based renewals inter-
mittently experienced delays during peak 
renewal periods, the online license renewal 
streamlines that process by eliminating the 
need to, essentially, push paper.  Additional-
ly, by providing electronic verification of a 
license through our website, we are able to 
provide the most up-to-date information 
available.” 
 
Effective immediately, submission of renew-
als for professionals should be completed 
online via IDFPR’s website.  Once a renewal 
is successfully processed, licensees will re-
ceive an email that may be used as proof of 
licensure.  Proof of licensure may also be 

found via IDFPR’s License Lookup.  In the 
near future, licensees will be provided ac-
cess to a digital, printable copy of their li-
cense. 
 
In lieu of the paper postcard reminder, ID-
FPR has also implemented an electronic li-
cense reminder notification process for all 
professions that are not legally required to 
receive paper notifications. Licensees that 
had relied upon the renewal postcard PIN 
notification for renewing their licenses or 
for employee E-Batch renewal, may access 
that information via the license renewal 
webpage located at IDFPR’s website.  Licen-
sees will be prompted to provide additional 
information for security authentication. 
 
Licensees are strongly encouraged to visit 
IDFPR’s online address change webpage to 
provide a current email address and ensure 
contact information is up-to-date and accu-
rate.

Q: What year was the first Architect Act enacted in Illinois? 

A: 1897 and was the first licensing law in the nation. 

The licensure requirement at that time was:  
On July 1, 1897, any person who was 21 years old and made payment 
of the $15 fee to take examination. In addition, any person who 
showed by affidavit to have been engaged in the practice of architec-
ture on July 1, 1897 was entitled to a license without examination; 
provided that the application was made within 6 months after pas-
sage of the Act.

State of Illinois Appointments  

The Illinois Architecture Licensing Board is advisory to the Department and 
makes recommendations to the Director regarding the qualifications of appli-
cants, advising on disciplinary matters that directly impact Architecture licen-
sure,  advises the Department on proposed statutory language in the Act and 
Administrative Rules as well as providing expert advice and knowledge on 
professional conduct and performance.  
 
As of January 1, 2016, statutory language was implemented to change from 
acceptance of a Pre-Professional Architectural degree to only accepting a Na-
tional Architectural Accrediting Board (NAAB) Accredited Professional Degree 
or NAAB-ESSA equivalent for initial licensure. The Department will continue 
to accept applications from applicants with a Pre-Professional Architectural 
Degree for licensure by Endorsement from other States, who were licensed 
prior to January 1, 2016, provided that the IDP meet Illinois requirements 
and all other requirements are fulfilled. The current requirements are  
available here:  Architecture Rules 
 
In 2015, NCARB reduced the IDP requirements to only the core require-
ments.  Illinois accepts the core requirements for those with a NAAB accred-
ited Professional Degree in Architecture.  Sometime in late 2016, NCARB will 
unveil the Architectural Registration Exam (ARE) 5.0 Examination which will 
replace the ARE 4.0 completely by June 30, 2018. Changes in the implemen-
tation of the ARE 5.0 will include that the examination divisions are reduced 
to a total of six portions and the elimination of vignettes.  NCARB will also be 
updating the IDP requirements to be aligned with the ARE divisions in the 
future.  Illinois has agreed to recognize the changes and will propose amend-
ments to the Administrative Rules to reflect the changes after NCARB has 
implemented them.
