The board discussed the topic and commented that the official 
position of NSPS is that a bachelor’s degree should be the minimum 
education requirement for licensure. It was also mentioned that 
NCEES has a proposed resolution that will be voted on next month 
by the council at the Annual meeting echoing NSPS.   
 
The consensus of the Board was that as a professional practitioner, 
a bachelor’s degree is vital to ensure the health, safety, and welfare 
of the public and introducing a non-degree option would do the 
public a disservice.  
 
 
Mr. Lazell asked the members to review the submitted program for 
acceptance as being an approved program under Section 1270.14 
of the Rules.   
 
The Members discussed and stated the coursework for the 
program, as submitted, would satisfy the education requirements 
listed in the approved program section of the rules.  
 
Ms. Lyons asked for a motion pertaining to this item.  
 
Motion was made, seconded (Abbitt/Hake) to accept the University 
of Maine, Bachelor of Science degree in Surveying Engineering 
Technology as an approved program. Motion passed with a quorum 
of members.
